    Participation in the congress can present face to face or online. Attendees who 
wish to present original works may do so through three modalities: 
 

- Oral Communication/Podium presentation (10 min). 
 

- Poster presentation. 
 

- Scientific Photography. 
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    The official language of the meeting will be English, so all papers must be 
presented in this language; although a limited number of papers be accepted in 
Spanish, at the discretion of the Scientific Committee. To ensure the follow-up of 
the oral communications sessions, simultaneous translation service (English-
Spanish/Spanish-English through subtitles) will be offered. 
 
       Abstract submissions (using the forms available on the website) should be a 
maximum of 300 words in the case of podium presentations and posters, image 
and abstract of 150 words in the case of photographs; also indicating title, authors 
(highlighting presenting author with an asterisk) and affiliation. The Deadline for 
abstract submissions is May 31, 2023 and they should be sent to the following

      Prior to June 30, 2023, the Scientific Committee will announce the accepted 
papers. 
 
     In the case of accepted posters and scientific photographs, they must be sent 
prior to July 20, 2023, since the organization will be responsible for their 
reproduction.
